Grade Level: 9-12



Objectives: 
1. To promote community inclusion 
2. To enhance communication skills
Materials: Paper/Pencil





Time: 10 minutes

Preparation: 

Copy the following tasks on post-its, small index cards or scrap paper.  (Or just whisper the clue to the students)
1. fold paper into a triangle

2. draw a picture of a house 

3. fold paper into an airplane

4. write the alphabet (A-Z)

5. crumple the paper into a ball (this one last)
The challenge: 
The challenge is for participants in each group to complete the following tasks without talking within one minute.  They may use hand gestures, body language and other creative methods of non-verbal communication.  They can ask questions but they cannot help each other in any way.  
The process: 
1. Break into groups of 5 people each.  

2. Give each person a piece of paper and pencil.  
3. Choose a person from the group to read one of the five tasks above.  Keep the other tasks secret.  
4. The student must act out the task without speaking and try to communicate to others in their group what is to be completed.  
5. Then challenge the group members to complete each of the tasks within one minute.  
6. Change roles and have other people choose a different task.  
The challenge is just like Charades.  Teachers, there is a lot of flexibility with this activity.  
Suggested Reflection Questions

1. How did you approach this task? 
2. What made this task difficult? 

3. Which task was the most difficult?  Why? 
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
