Theme: Kick Off Week

Objectives:

A) Materials needed:

B) Process: 
1. (2 min)  Divide students into groups of 2-3 each.  

2. (1 min)  Ask students to turn to page 30 in their Agendas, “Fuquay-Varina High School Rules.”

3. (15 min)  Students should create a skit and read a part for each member to participate.  Suggestion includes: 1 student, 1 teacher, 1 administrator. 

4. (10 min) Students must work in groups to Role Play and act out the following topics to Role Play:  

· Attendance Policy, Tardiness – ROAR on Time, Dress Code, ID Badges, Technology Acceptable Use Policy (AUP), Wireless Communication Devices & Laser Pointers, Search and Seizure, etc.

· Students present their skits/role play.  Students should address the policy being described and the consequences. 

5. (2 min) Students should answer the following questions: (Student Advisors can help with appropriate answers)

a. Why do we have school rules and policies? 

b. What are the advantages to having rules and policies?  What are the disadvantages? 

c. What are the consequences for each?
