Theme: Kick Off Week
Goal: To make every student in Bengal Pride feel Welcome, Comfortable, Understood and Important.

Objectives: 

1. Students will receive first day materials. 

2. Students will be able to Introduce Bengal Pride.

3. Students and teachers will be able to build relationships and establish a connection with each other. 

A) Materials needed: 

1. First day of school materials/necessary packets of information*
2. Script: Introduction and Explanation of Bengal Pride
3. Name tag Activity: tent or paper and markers*
4. 3 x 5-inch index cards and pen/pencil*

(* Denotes Student Materials)

B) Process: 
1. (3 min) Get settled and check to be sure everyone has a Bengal Pride Advisor and Homeroom Location.  

2. (5 min)  Distribute materials for the first day of school.  While you are handing out the first day materials, complete the Name Tag Activity. 

3. (5 min)  Name Tag Activity: Ask students to fold the cardboard tent in half (or you can use the sheets of paper provided and tri-fold it like a letter), write their name on it using markers and display.  
4. (10 min)  Introduce yourself and then introduce and explain Bengal Pride Student Advisory.  Use the script/talking points provided as a reference.  Using their name tags, have students introduce themselves.  Ask your Student Advisor to introduce themselves and share a little information. 
5. (5 min)  Distribute index cards.  Discuss what “school appropriate” means.  Ask students to write down (3) three appropriate questions they would like to know about their Advisor.  Collect them from students.  You may use these questions during the remainder of the week to fill in time. 

6. (2 min)  Remind students to return all necessary school materials and paperwork.
