Making A Choice

Grade Level: 9-12

Objectives:
1. To learn how to use a point system for evaluating choices
2. To involve students in evaluating choices
3. To create a positive decision-making process
4. To experience influence

Materials: “Making A Choice” handouts				Time: 30 minutes

Instructions: 
1. Have the students meet in groups of four and give each group the handout “Making A Choice.” 
2. Have tribe members read the problem aloud, discuss the advantages and disadvantages of the alternatives and make a choice. 
3. Tell them to rate the criteria for each alternative by writing one, two or three in the appropriate boxes.  Then add up the totals in each column.  The tribe choice is the alternative with the highest rating. 
4. After the groups have made their choices, have them present their choice to the class.  Point out how often people can have the same information and come up with different solutions. 

Suggested Reflection Questions
Content/Thinking
· What have you learned about making choices? 
· How could a “weighted” point system help you or your group make a choice? 

Social
· How did your group members help each other? 
· What social skills did you need to make a choice this way? 

Personal
· How did you feel when your group came up with your solution? 
· How did you help your group? 

Appreciation
Invite statements of appreciation:
· “I appreciated it when…”
· “You helped when…” 
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
