Name Wave

Grade Level: 9-10			
Objectives: 
1. To learn the names within your advisory
2. To build community inclusion

Materials: None							Time: 10 minutes

Process: 
1. All stand in a circle. 
2. One person says their name and at the same time makes a motion or gesture (school appropriate of course).  Example: Beth, as she waves her hand back and forth.  
3. The person to the right says “Beth” and waves their hand as Beth did.  
4. The name and motion is repeated continuously around the circle in a “wave.”  
5. When the circle is complete, the next person says their name and a different motion and that “waves” around the circle.  
6. Continue until all the names are said and activated.  


Challenge: 
Ask each student to say their name and motion, then repeat the names of all the students one at a time repeating other names and their hand motions in order. 


Suggested Reflection Questions
1. Did this help you learn the names of people in your Advisory? 
2. What skills did you use to help remember the names and motions of each individual person? 
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
