Newspaper Scavenger Hunt

Grade Level: 11-12
Objectives:
1. To learn how to find information in a newspaper
2. To work together to find the needed information 
3. To experience influence

Materials: one complete newspaper, 						Time: 30 minutes	
“Newspaper Scavenger Hunt” worksheet, 
colored markers or crayons 

Instructions: 
1. Divide into groups of five to seven people.  
2. Explain to the students that they will have ten to twenty minutes to find all the items in the paper described on the “Newspaper Scavenger Hunt” sheet, circle them in the newspaper with their colored markers/crayons, and write the page numbers next to the items on the sheet.  
3. Say that everybody in the group is expected to participate and locate the items. 
4. Have the groups meet and assign roles in each tribe: 
· Taskmaster: gets the materials and monitors the time
· Facilitator: ensures that each tribe member works his or her section of the paper
· Spokesperson: reads the page numbers to the community when called upon 
5. Have each taskmaster pick up one copy of the newspaper, one worksheet for his or her group, and a colored marker or crayon for each group member. 
6. Have each group divide the newspaper up between group members. 
7. When time is up, ask the spokesperson from each group to share how many items his or her group was able to find.  Randomly ask groups to share what they found for various items on the worksheet. 

Suggested Reflection Questions
Content/Thinking
· What did you learn about using a newspaper? 
· What are the sections of a newspaper? 

Social
· How did you participate during this strategy? 
· Which agreement is the most important in a strategy like this? 

Personal
· How did you help your group members? 
· How did you feel when you found your items in the newspaper?  

Appreciation
Invite statements of appreciation:
· “I liked it when…”
· “Thanks, [name] for…” 
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
