People Hunt

Grade Level: 9-12
Objectives:
1. To introduce oneself to others
2. To encourage sharing information
3. To promote community inclusion

Materials: “People Hunt” worksheets, pencils			Time: 20 minutes

Instructions: 
1. Give one third of the students Worksheet I, one third Worksheet II and one third Worksheet III. 
2. Have the students circulate around the room, stopping to introduce him or herself, and asking different students the questions listed on this or her worksheet.  Tell them to write down the names of those who fit the descriptions.  
3. After ten to fifteen minutes, ask the community to meet in groups for reflection questions. 


Suggested Reflection Questions
Content/Thinking
· What did you learn that impressed or surprised you? 

Social
· How well were group members participating in this task and how could you tell? 
· What social skills were used to be successful with this task? 

Personal
· How did you approach this task, did you go to people or did you wait for people to come to you? 
· Do you feel any different now from when you first walked into the room? 

Appreciation
Invite statements of appreciation:
· “I liked it when you…”
· I felt good when…” 
· I’m like you when…”

Option
· Personalize the “People Hunt” by looking at students’ permanent folders and making up relevant questions.
· Use the strategy to review academic subjects by writing appropriate questions. 
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
