Clemson University  has developed a program  called C-Cats, Clemson’s Challenge for Academically Talented 

Students for high achieving 9th and 10th graders. This is an opportunity to participate in high-performance 

academic workshops, learn what it takes to get into selective universities, participate in high-adventure group 

activities and see Clemson’s campus.

MID YEAR GRADUATES 
 

Wake County Public Schools has received permis-

sion from DPI to allow midñyear graduating sen-

iors to take their exams in December. In general, 

students who are graduating mid-year on January 

23, 2009, and have a letter of acceptance from a post

-secondary institution for Spring 2010 will be al-

lowed to take exams early if the   semester start 

date is before January 26, 2010.  Local college start 

dates are: January 7 ð NCCU, NCSU, and Wake 

Tech; January 11 ð ECU; January 12 ð UNC -CH. 

High Schools must have a copy of the acceptance 

letter no later than December 1, 2009.  Following 

receipt of said letter, mid-year graduates will take 

their exams on December 16-17, with December 

18th as a makeup day.  This includes CTE post as-

sessments, EOCõs and teacher-made exams.
