Registrars and Admission Officers 
(CACRAO) November 16-20, 2009.  

As part of the CFNC-CACRAO college 
access initiative, Fuquay-Varina High 
School will work with its seniors on 
November 19, 2009, to complete and 
submit at least one college application 
online using the career and college 
information planning site, CFNC.org. 

The goal of the program is to encour-
age more students to apply to NC 
colleges early in their senior year. 
During this event students may apply 
to any of the 58 community colleges, 
36 independent colleges, and 16 state 
universities in which they are inter-
ested.

ELECTRONIC TRANSCRIPTS

Question:  What is Governor’s 
School? 

Answer:  Governor’s School is the 
oldest statewide summer residential 
program for academically, intellec-
tually and artistically gifted stu-
dents in the nation.  The students 
spend six weeks in this residential 
program, which is held on two cam-
puses:  G S West at Salem College in 
Winston Salem and G S East at Mere-
dith College in Raleigh.  Wake 
County Public Schools can nomi-
nate only 18 in academic areas.  
Competition is extremely stiff for 
this high honor and terrific opportu-
nity. 

Current 11th grade students may be 
nominated in the following areas: 
Art, Choral Music, Dance, Drama, 
English, French, Spanish, Instrumen-
tal Music, Mathematics, Natural Sci-
ence, and Social Science. Current 
10th graders may be nominated only 
in Choral Music, Dance, and Instru-
mental Music. 

Please consider the 10th and 11th 
graders who are extremely gifted, 
who would have a chance at qualify-
ing (I Q, achievement and End of 
Course test scores must be 92% or 
higher; grades and writing skills 
must be exceptionally strong) and 
who would represent Fuquay-Varina 
High School well if selected for Gov-
ernor’s School.  These would be 
your brightest and most motivated 
students, who also have areas of 
leadership and personal achieve-

ment.
