Tardy Policy

Dear Fuquay High School Students and Parents:

As we near the end of our first ten days of school I would like to take this opportunity to remind students and parents of the Tardy Policy for Fuquay-Varina High School.  It is critically important to remember that FVHS students are expected to arrive on time to school and to all classes everyday. Failure to do so will result in the implementation of the tardy policy. Late arrivals disrupt the learning atmosphere for all students in a classroom.  

Fuquay-Varina High School faculty and staff will begin enforcing the tardy policy beginning on September 11, 2006.  Students are expected to comply with the tardy policy everyday of the school year.  Students who are in violation of the tardy policy will be subject to consequences, which will be consistently and equitably enforced by all teachers and administrators.

We want to help our students be successful.  We understand some mornings there may be traffic problems or the occasional late start.  Therefore, we are giving two warnings prior to any consequences for being late.  In addition, we have instituted a new bell schedule that will sound a one-minute warning to alert students the final bell is about to ring and those who are not in class will be tardy.
	Number of Late Arrivals or Tardy to Class
	Consequences

	First Tardy 
	Warning to student/parent.  Teacher completes discipline referral for administrative tracking and teacher contacts parent (telephone, email, postal).

	Second Tardy 
	Warning to student/parent.  Teacher completes discipline referral for administrative tracking and teacher contacts parent (telephone, email, postal).

	Third Tardy 
	Student is referred to administrator who contacts parent.  After-school detention assigned. (Noncompliance of detention may result in double detention or moving to another level of consequence)

	Fourth Tardy
	Student is referred to administrator who then conferences with parent.  Two days of after-school detention assigned.

	Fifth Tardy
	Student is referred to administrator who then arranges a meeting with parents and places the student on a behavior contract.  One day of In-School Suspension is assigned.

	Six or more tardies
	Student is referred to administrator who then follows procedures as outlined in behavior contract.  Consequences can include after-school detention, in-school suspension or out-of-school suspension.
