This number is significant not only 
because of the growth from last year’s 1850, but 
also because we have lost eight teachers due to 
state and local budget cuts. This combination of 
student growth and staff losses illustrates the 
difficult times that we are facing. Despite these 
challenges, we at Fuquay-Varina High School  

are determined to continue to provide the best educational 
experience possible for all of our students.  Success is the only option 
for our kids - even in tough economic times. With our students, 
parents, community and faculty all working together, we know that our 
students will continue to perform at the highest level in academics, 
arts, and athletics.  
 
Below is a list of accolades that we have received this summer: 

·  Fuquay-Varina High School was recognized by the North 
Carolina Department of Public Instruction as a School of 
Distinction.  

·  FVHS was recognized as a school of high growth meaning 
that we not only met our growth targets – we surpassed them. 

·  Our Graduation rate increased seven percentage points to 
83%. 

·  123 students took on-line courses earning credits toward an 
early high school graduation.  

 
Some updates and changes for the 2009-10 school year:  

·  Early Dismissal Wednesdays - early dismissal for 
professional learning teams (PLT)- The Wake County Board 
of Education has dedicated one hour on every Wednesday to 
be used for collaborative planning and improving student 
achievement. Students are released one hour early.  

·  On six Wednesdays throughout the year, students will be 
released 2.5 hours early to allow teachers to participate in 
school-based professional development.

I 
also would like to thank the members of our various booster clubs 
who labor long and hard to provide invaluable assistance to our extra-
curricular programs.

In an effort to improve communication between parents and Fuquay-Varina High School, parents and guardians of 
students can now register and receive secure access to their children’s academic information on-line. This program is 
called SPAN. 
 
The Student-Parent Access Network (SPAN) is designed to give students and parents up-to-the-minute access to 
electronic records by way of the internet.  
 
Parents and students are able to view grades, progress reports, attendance, discipline and schedules on line, as well as 
register for courses each academic school year. Grades on tests and quizzes can be seen as soon as they are posted 
to a teacher’s electronic gradebook. Access is available 24/7 from any computer with internet access. 

 
Parents must register by completing the SPAN application (one per student) and submitting it to 
Student Services. Applications are available on a walk-in basis in Student Services at the High 
School, or can be found on the Wake County School’s website at http://www.wcpss.net/span/. 
Completed applications should be turned in to Student Services in person. Identification is required. 
 
Once an account has been created, an email with instructions on how to activate the account will be 
sent to the applicant.  
 

Wake County Public Schools takes all measures to keep student data secure. Student data is not accessible by anyone 
who does not have the authority to do so as defined by the U.S. Family Education Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA).  
 
Parent and student accounts are automatically disabled when a student withdraws from school. Disabled accounts are 
held for 90 days and subsequently deleted. Accounts not accessed at least once every 60 days are also disabled. 
Disabled accounts can be reactivated upon request to Student Services.
